In an effort to help you navigate the new site, we have outlined the major changes below and listed various online resources for seeking help with the Green Industry Working Group website.

The New Banner:  The Green Industry is a broad collection of industry groups that include turfgrass, nursery, greenhouse, landscape, arborists, extension specialists and educators, master gardeners, and scientists. The Green Industry Resource Page banner will appear on nearly every page in the website. It informs the user where they are in the website, and by clicking on the banner image labeled "Purdue University Green Industry Resources" you can get to the main homepage from anywhere on our site. You can also click on the word "Home" to return to the homepage as well.

Plant Problems is a collation of several different plant health management sites and includes extension publications, websites, and research programs at Purdue University. 

Production provides links for nursery and greenhouse, and cut flower growers that are designed to assist in production of annuals, foliage plants, perennials, woody plants, and cut flowers.

Industry links include the websites of national and regional organizations of interest to Green Industry members, and include the Society of American Foresters to OFA-an association of floriculture professionals. At this page, trade publications and links to university websites are also available. 

Tools include some of our favorite websites to help you diagnose and manage plant health problems. The Resources page provides an on-line entry to over 100 different state and university websites from throughout the United States.
